Any additional amounts actually due from Applicant for PNKF and AUSKF dues shall be paid within 30 days after Applicant’s acceptance by PNKF.

4. Completed applications, with the application fee, should be sent to the current PNKF President.

The following is a summary of some important items the Applicant should understand when applying for membership.

a.
Pursuant to AUSKF regulations, the Applicant may not be a number of both AUSKF and another non-AUSKF national organization.  

b.
The existing menjo (certification of rank) of instructors, members or students of any rank above yondan (4th degree black belt) will be recognized when verified by AUSKF or another national kendo organization that is a member of the International Kendo Federation (“IKF”).  Please be sure the Applicant, its instructors, members and students provide this verification in order for PNKF to recognize their existing menjo.

c.
The existing menjo for the Applicant’s members, students and instructors below the rank of godan (5th degree black belt) will be recognized by PNKF if awarded as a result of a promotional examination (shinsa) conducted by PNKF or an AUSKF or IKF member federation.  Degrees below 6 Kyu may be awarded by member dojos. 
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
